COMPLAINT FOR TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT INJUNCTION, TO
PRESERVE FUNDS, MAINTAIN THE WEBSITE, AND PREVENT FALSE
REPRESENTATION AS SEMMELWEIS SOCIETY INTERNATIONAL, INC

COME now the Plaintiffs, BLAKE MOORE et al, and on behalf of Semmelweis
Society International, Inc. (SSI) sue the Defendants for injunctive and other relief and
would show as follows:

1 SSI is a non-profit organization incorporated in Tennessee with the intent to assist
physicians that are victims of bad faith peer review (BFPR) also called sham peer review
and to assist lawmakers to understand and correct deficiencies in the Health Care Quality
Improvement Act of 1986 (HCQIA) in 2003. A charter was issued by the State of
Tennessee indicating that Ralph Bard was the agent for service of process.

2. SSI’s address of record is 307 Kingsridge Blvd. Tullahoma, TN 37388.

3; The Plaintiff, Blake Moore, MD is a citizen of Lexington County, residing at 144

Cold Stream Drive, Columbia, South Carolina. He has resided at this address for the last



4 years. He is a licensed physician and a member of SSI until such time as illegal and
improper actions were taken against him as further delineated below.

4. - The Plaintiff, Henry Butler, MD is a citizen of Portsmouth City County, residing
at 533 Elizabeth Place, Portsmouth, Virginia 23704. He is licensed physician and a
member of SSI until such time as illegal and improper actions were taken against him as
further delineated below.

5. The Plaintiff George Holmes, PhD, is a citizen of the District of Columbia, and a
professor at Howard University in Washington, DC in the microbiology department.. He
is a Board Member of SSI and is the duly elected treasurer and webmaster of SSI before
the website was illegally and surreptitiously transferred from his control by one or more
of the Defendants.

6. Defendant Roland Chalifoux, DO, is the former president and former Board
Member of SSI and is currently claiming to still be president after being recalled by a
vote of a majority of dues paying members. Dr. Chalifoux may be served at his home
address of 105 Green Valley Lane, McMurray, PA 15317.

T Defendant Sandra Counce, RN of uncertain status, but currently an officer and
Board Member may be served at her home address at 276 White Bridge Parkway #36,
Nashville, TN 37206. She is also alleged to be the agent for service of process.

8. Defendant Terry Bennett is an officer and Board Member allegedly appointed to
the Board of SSI who may be served at his home address of 151 S. Main Street,

Rochester, NH 03867.



9 Defendant Clark Baker is claiming to be an officer and Board Member of SSI;
who was also recalled by a majority vote of the dues paying members. He may be served

at his home-address of 600 West 7th Street-Suite 360, Los Angeles, CA 90017.

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

10.  As noted above SSI was formed in 2003 by concerned physicians who realized
that there was an epidemic of medical errors and that the peer review system in medicine
protected by the HCQIA was the probable cause.

11.  SSI was actually a rejuvenation of an organization originally created by Dr.
Verner Waite in California after he had been a victim of bad faith peer review.

12.  Since 2003, annual meetings have been conducted with the membership with the
last few years’ meetings conducted in Washington, DC.

13. At one of the first meetings in Washington, bylaws were accepted by a majority
of the membership and have been in effect since that time. (Exhibit 2)

14.  SSI, due to the efforts of its member and officers established a positive and
growing reputation both in Washington, DC with lawmakers and with doctors who were
victims of bad faith peer review.

15.  In2008, SSI participated in Congressional Meetings on the subject of
whistleblowers and bad faith peer review which Senator Grassley from Iowa attended.
16.  Senator Grassley is a recognized leader in whistleblower legislation.

17. Elections were held at the annual meeting each year to elect officers to SSI.



18. In 2007, Roland Chalifoux, DO was elected to the Board of SSI as President, and
George Holmes. PhD was reelected to the Board as Treasurer.

19.  George Holmes was not only elected treasurer and also was placed in charge of
the SSI website.

20.  Officers are usually elected for 2 year terms. However, Sandra Counce, RN and
Patrick Campbell, MD elected as vice president and secretary respectively in 2008 to
complete unfinished terms and thus were elected for a one year term.

21.  Itis appears that there may not have been sufficient members present at the 2007
and 2008 meetings such that a defined quorum was established to elect officers under the
corporate Bylaws.

22.  Atthe 2008 Semmelweis meeting in Washington, DC, a physician with extremely
controversial views was selected to receive an award.

23.  Many of the members of SSI objected to such a controversial figure being
selected to receive an award by SSI.

24.  Based on knowledge and belief, this award was given by Dr. Chalifoux with
minimal if any input from the members of SSI.

25.  Asaresult of this controversial award, SSI began to lose support from doctors,
attorneys who had been affiliated with the organization, as well as members of Congress.
26.  The well-respected physician Dr. Patrick Campbell who discovered and reported
the fraud associated with the unnecessary heart operations at Redding Hospital in CA,
which has since been involved in Federal investigation and prosecution, and who had
been elected Secretary at the 2008 meeting resigned, specifically citing the awards

controversy.



27.  Following Dr. Campbell’s resignation, Dr. Chalifoux appointed Clark Baker to
the Board position of secretary of SSI.

28. Based on information and belief, Mr. Baker is not a physician, but rather is an
ardent HIV denialist who shares the controversial and eccentric views espoused in this
awards controversy.

29.  During the course of this controversy, several emails were exchanged primarily
between Clark Baker and members of the society. In these Mr. Baker announced the
expulsion from the organization of several dues paying members, including the Plaintiff,
Dr. Blake Moore. No provisions existed under the By-Laws of SSI to allow the dismissal
of a dues paying member.

30.  There was no rational basis for the expulsions, nor any legal basis or authority for
same. At all times Mr. Baker and the co-defendants operated in an arbitrary and
capricious manner and contrary to the corporate By-Laws and the laws of the State of
Tennessee. Thus, it is alleged that the expulsions had no weight and are void as a matter
of law.

31.  Afier being appointed secretary, Mr. Clark Baker essentially took over all the
activities of SSI and the other officers took no action but deferred to him.

32.  Mr. Baker’s exchanges with members of the SSI who did not agree with his
controversial AIDS views as well as the actions that the Board was taking as alleged by
Mr. Baker were attacked by e-mail and various threats were directed at various members.
This included written allusions to hostile actions such as lynching. This also included the
dissemination of destructive computer viruses, leading to damage to Plaintiff Moore’s

computers.



33. As the virulence and vitriol of Mr. Baker’s attacks accelerated, Plaintiff asked that
Dr. Chalifoux and Clark Baker be recalled as Board members and thus as officers in
accordance with the bylaws. This motion was seconded by founding member of SSI, Dr.
Henry Butler, and endorsed by the other founding members who assisted in the recall
vote.

34.  Dr. Chalifoux had been frequently asked if the actions of Mr. Baker were
supported by the Board and he generally failed to answer, thus ratifying the abusive and
improper actions of Mr. Baker. Dr. Chalifoux did respond that he felt it appropriate “to
target” a member.

35. A recall election was conducted, and concluded in August, which resulted in the
removal of Clark Baker and Roland Chalifoux as Board members and officers of SSI.

36.  This recall was accomplished by a majority vote of the dues paying members who
were designated by the Treasurer, George Holmes at the time of the vote.

37. As a result of this vote and other actions of various members, rather than
accepting the results of the elections, Clark Baker and Roland Chalifoux through Clark
Baker refused to accept the decision of the members and essentially declared the recall
invalid as the vote did not include all members, for which they refused to provide a list.
They alternatively, in a disseminated message accepted and acknowledged that they were
recalled, but announced that they had been re-appointed immediately by Defendants
Bennett and Counce.

38.  Onknowledge and belief the bylaws were changed without proper procedure as
defined in the existing By-Laws, and without knowledge, consent, authorization, or vote

of the paid membership of SSI.



39. Several members of SSI were expelled from the organization under the actions of
defendants, but contrary to the bylaws of SSI.

40.  These expulsions, for allegedly disruptive behavior, which was actually refusal to
accept the irrational and illegal acts of Clark Baker, and which was supported by the
other board members, by their silence with the exception of George Holmes, also
occurred during this period in an attempt to control the recall vote and to disqualify as
members those who expressed disproval of these actions.

41. After the vote, Clark Baker improperly and unethically took over the web site
from George Holmes without his knowledge or consent, and removed the names of
attorneys on the web site who had paid for association with SSI.

42.  Thus, Clark Baker breached SSI’s contract with the lawyers listed on the website
who had paid fees to be listed as lawyers available for referrals for bad faith peer review.
43.  This was a gross breach of ethics, and represents a theft by conversion as the fees
paid by the attorneys have not been refunded.

44. Since the Board Members with the exception of George Holmes ratified this
action, the Defendants are also guilty theft by conversion and thus civil conspiracy with
joint actions inconsistent with the principles and aspirations of SSI, representing an ultra
vires activity.

45.  Mr. Baker or another member of the Board then tried to take control of the money
in the SSI bank account over again without the permission, knowledge or consent of the
Treasurer George Holmes. This was done by Mr. Baker or Dr. Bennett impersonating Dr.
Holmes in an attempt to falsely gain custody of these trust funds.

46.  This represents attempted conversion.



47.  Despite the clear indication in the bylaws that a hearing must be conducted if any
applicant is denied membership and despite requests for a hearing, no hearing has taken
place for ahy of the expelled members, Plaintiff inclusive.

48.  This represents the very lack of due process and fairness for which the SSI
supposedly stands.

49. The actions of the current Board members, whose status is in serious question, is
diametrically opposed to the standards and position of SSI in opposing and exposing bad
faith peer review, which is the taking of a doctors’ ability to make a living without due
process.

50.  As a result of the complete disregard for the bylaws, the improper acts of certain
Board members and officers, the failure of the Board members and officers to act in a
reasonable manner, failure to follow the SSI bylaws, failure to accept the vote of the
membership, attempts to take over the SSI by threats, innuendo and lack of due process,
the Plaintiff must demand that the Court issue an Order returning order to the SSI.

51.  The Plaintiff demands that his expulsion and that of the other members expelled
be declared null and void as the expulsions did not conform to the bylaws.

52.  The Plaintiff demands that a cease and desist order be issued by the Court to
prevent further attempts to gain control of the checking account for SSI, and that the
recalled officers be restrained from representing to any person or organization that they
speak for SSI in any capacity other than members.

WHEREFORE THE PLAINTIFF PRAYS THAT:

53.  Proper process should be issued and served upon the Defendants requiring them

to answer this Complaint;
